I'll introduce some ideas from research I've
done with undergraduates, focusing on asking good questions while carrying out research. I'll move
from purely mathematical research into applying mathematics to others’ research and finally into
some ways ['ve put my super power to use in worlds ostensibly removed from mathematics entirely.
(Thus demonstrating that nothing is completely removed from mathematics.)
